“Critical\areas maps are to be used as a
general guide to the location and extent of
critical areas. Critical areas indicated on the
map(s) are presumed to exist in the
locations shown and critical areas are
protected under all provisions of Title 17
whether they are identified or not on the
critical areas map(s).”
