She
also discussed previous and upcoming meetings.

Human Resources — Shannon McMillen— McMillen no report.

Transportation — Laura Aukerman -Aukerman reports on upcoming regional meetings and goals of the
transportation committee.

Chamber —Teeny McMunn - McMunn reports on new visitor's guide.
